Capitalized terms that are not defined
in this Privacy Policy have the meaning ascribed to them in our Terms of Use.

We
will not use or share your Personal Information with anyone except as described in this Privacy
Policy. DLR does not own your user generated content. For further details on using the Service
please refer to our Terms of Use Agreement available here.

This Privacy Policy applies to information collected by DLR and does not apply to information
collected by any third-party sites to which the Service may link or to information provided to, or
collected by, third-parties through third-party cookies, web beacons, or other third-party
technologies served during your visit to the Website. We cannot take responsibility for the
content or privacy policies of such third party services, and encourage you to carefully review
the privacy policies of any third party services you access.

The Information We Collect

When you visit our Service we may collect information regarding your visit from your computer.
Such information helps us to determine information about how you found our Service, the date
that you visited our Service and search engines that may have led you to our Service. We collect
this information in order to continually improve and enhance the functionality of the Service.

Generally, you may provide us with two types of information, User Content, which may include
Personally Identifiable Information, and Website Usage Information, both of which are discussed
in greater detail below.

Cookies. DLR may use cookies to collect information for record keeping purposes and
make it easier to navigate the Service. Cookies are small text files that are stored on
users’ hard drives, which often include an anonymous unique identifier. DLR uses both
“session ID cookies” and “persistent cookies.” Session ID cookies are used to store
information while a user is logged into the site and expire when the user closes their
browser. Persistent cookies are used to make tasks like logging into the site easier for
returning users by remembering a user’s login information, and may be used by your
browser on subsequent visits to the Website. Persistent cookies stay on a user’s hard
drive from one session to the next. Persistent cookies can be removed by following your
web browser’s directions.

We may assign or transfer the information we collect to a third party in the event that DLR is
acquired by or merged with a third party entity, or due to our bankruptcy, insolvency,
reorganization, receivership, or similar situation. We reserve the right to transfer any
information we have about you in the event we sell or transfer all or a portion of our business or
assets. Should such a sale or transfer occur, we will use reasonable efforts to direct the
transferee to use personal information you have provided through this Website in a manner that
is consistent with this Privacy Policy.
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Our Commitment to Children’s Privacy

Protecting the privacy of young children is especially important and is mandated by U.S. law.
For these reasons, DLR does not knowingly collect Personally Identifiable Information on the
Service from persons under 13 years of age, and no part of our Service is directed to persons
under 13. If you are under 13 years of age, then you must not use or access the Service at any
time or in any manner or provide any information to the Service.

Users from the EU, EEA and Switzerland

This section of the Privacy Policy applies only if you use our Website or Service from a country
that is a Member State of the European Union (“EU”), European Economic Area (“EEA”) or
Switzerland (the EU, EEA and Switzerland collectively, “Designated Countries”), and
supplements the information in this Privacy Policy.

To the extent that DLR is subject to the laws of the Designated Countries when processing
personal data, it shall be the “data controller” under such laws. We have lawful bases to collect
your data, as detailed in this Privacy Policy. The nature of our business means the Personally
Identifiable Information and Website Usage Information will be transferred to the United States.
We take appropriate steps to ensure that recipients of your personal data are bound to duties of
confidentiality and we implement measures such as standard data protection contractual clauses
to ensure that any transferred personal data remains protected and secure. You may request
copies of these clauses by contacting info@CostaPalmas.com.

Your Choices

We have lawful bases to collect, use and share data about you. You have choices about the use
of your data.

e Indirectly from you. For example, from observing your actions on the Website or
interactions with our advertisers, or from personal preferences to facilitate customer service.

Use of Personal Information

We may use, or disclose the Personal Information we collect for one or more of the following
business purposes:

e To fulfill or meet the reason you provided the Personal Information. For example, if you
share your name and contact information to request a price quote or to ask a question about
our products or services, we will use that Personal Information to respond to your inquiry. If
you provide your Personal Information to purchase a residence, we will utilize that
information in connection with our customary due diligence concerning the potential
transaction. If you provide your Personal Information to purchase a product or service, we
will use that information to process your payment and facilitate delivery. We may also save
your Personal Information to facilitate new orders of products and services.

e To provide you with support and to respond to your inquiries, including to investigate and
address your concerns and monitor and improve our responses.

e To respond to law enforcement requests and as required by applicable law, court order, or
governmental regulations.

e As described to you when collecting your Personal Information or as otherwise set forth in
the CCPA.
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e We will not collect additional categories of Personal Information or use the Personal
Information we collected for materially different, unrelated, or incompatible purposes
without providing you notice.

Sharing Personal Information

We may disclose your Personal Information to a third party for a business purpose. When we
disclose Personal Information for a business purpose, we enter a contract that describes the
purpose and requires the recipient to both keep that Personal Information confidential and not
use it for any purpose except performing such contract

We share your Personal Information with the following categories of third parties: vendors and
service providers who may provide certain services in connection with our real estate
development and hospitality services (e.g., with the operators of our hotel properties). The
operators of our hotel properties, namely, Four Seasons Hotels Limited and its affiliates, and The
Aman Group and its affiliates, may ask you for additional Personal Information beyond what we
share to them in connection with the services they provide, which you may elect to then provide
or not at your discretion.

Disclosures of Personal Information for a Business Purpose

Sales of Personal Information
e In the preceding twelve (12) months, DLR has not sold Personal Information.
Your Rights and Choices as a California Resident

The CCPA provides Consumers with specific rights regarding their Personal Information. This
section describes your CCPA rights and explains how to exercise those rights.

Access to Specific Information and Data Portability Rights

You have the right to request that we disclose certain information to you about our collection and
use of your Personal Information over the past 12 months. Once we receive and confirm your
verifiable consumer request, we will disclose to you:

o Detect security incidents, protect against malicious, deceptive, fraudulent, or illegal activity,
or prosecute those responsible for such activities.

e Debug products to identify and repair errors that impair existing intended functionality.

o Exercise free speech, ensure the right of another consumer to exercise their free speech
rights, or exercise another right provided for by law.

o Comply with the California Electronic Communications Privacy Act (Cal. Penal Code §
1546 et. seq.).

o Engage in public or peer-reviewed scientific, historical, or statistical research in the public
interest that adheres to all other applicable ethics and privacy laws, when the information’s
deletion may likely render impossible or seriously impair the research’s achievement, if you
previously provided informed consent.

o Enable solely internal uses that are reasonably aligned with consumer expectations based on
your relationship with us.

o Comply with a legal obligation.

e Make other internal and lawful uses of that information that are compatible with the context
in which you provided it.

Exercising Access, Data Portability, and Deletion Rights: Submitting a Verifiable Consumer
Request

Who Can Submit a Verifiable Consumer Request: Only you, or a person registered with the
California Secretary of State that you authorize to act on your behalf, may make a verifiable
consumer request related to your Personal Information. You may also make a verifiable
consumer request on behalf of your minor child.

How to Submit a Verifiable Consumer Request: To exercise the access, data portability, and
deletion rights described above, please submit a verifiable consumer request to us by:

e Sending us a message on our Service; or
e By contacting us via the toll-free telephone number listed on our Service.
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What Your Verifiable Consumer Request Must Contain: The verifiable consumer request must:

e Provide sufficient information that allows us to reasonably verify you are the person about
whom we collected Personal Information or are an authorized representative of such person.

o Describe your request with sufficient detail that allows us to properly understand, evaluate,
and respond to it.

We cannot respond to your request or provide you with Personal Information if we cannot verify
your identity or your authority to make the request or if we cannot confirm the Personal
Information relates to you.

We will only use Personal Information provided in a verifiable consumer request to verify the
requestor’s identity or authority to make the request.

Frequency of Submitting a Verifiable Consumer Request: You may only make a verifiable
consumer request for access or data portability twice within a 12-month period.

Response Timing and Format

We endeavor to respond to a verifiable consumer request within forty-five (45) days of its
receipt. If we require more time (up to a total of 90 days), we will inform you of the reason and
extension period in writing.

We will deliver our written response by mail or electronically, at your option.

Any disclosures we provide will only cover the 12-month period preceding the date of our
receipt of the verifiable consumer request. The response we provide will also explain the reasons
we cannot comply with a request, if applicable. For data portability requests, we will select a
format to provide your Personal Information that is readily useable and should allow you to
transmit the information from one entity to another entity without hindrance, specifically by
electronic mail communication.

We do not charge a fee to process or respond to your verifiable consumer request unless it is
excessive, repetitive, or manifestly unfounded. If we determine that your request is excessive,
repetitive, or manifestly unfounded, we may either: (a) tell you why we made that decision and
refuse to respond to your request, or (b) provide you with a cost estimate of reasonable fees
reflecting administrative costs involved before completing your request, and if you still wish to
proceed, collect such fees from you prior to carrying out such request.

Personal Information Sales Opt-Out and Opt-In Rights

DLR does not sell your Personal Information. Accordingly, the rights granted under the CCPA
enabling users 16 years of age or older to opt-out of sales of Personal Information, and for users
between 13 and 16 years of age to specifically opt-in to sales of Personal Information, are not
applicable to DLR’s information processing activities.
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Non-Discrimination

We will not discriminate against you for exercising any of your CCPA rights. Unless permitted
by the CCPA, we will not:

e Deny you goods or services.

o Charge you different prices or rates for goods or services, including through granting
discounts or other benefits, or imposing penalties.

e Provide you a different level or quality of goods or services.

e Suggest that you may receive a different price or rate for goods or services or a different
level or quality of goods or services.

Shine the Light

Under California’s “Shine the Light” law (California Civil Code §1798.83), California residents
who provide personal information in obtaining products or services for personal, family or
household use are entitled once per calendar year to request and obtain from us information
about the customer information we shared, if any, with other businesses for their own direct
marketing uses. If applicable, this information would include the categories of customer
information and the names and addresses of those businesses with which we shared customer
information for the immediately prior calendar year (e.g. requests made in 2017 will receive
details concerning 2016 sharing activities).
